THE VISION

To exhort and enable those who are willing and who are called, to go to the parks, city 
squares, bus terminals, malls, street corners, neighborhoods around your churches, jails, 
meal lines, hospitals, and mountain lookouts; anywhere the Lord leads you to read out His 
word. The scriptures will be divided into portions and read individually so that by a 
combined effort the entire Bible will be spoken over our cities in one day. The Lord willing, 
we will “Wash our Cities with the Word of God” on Saturday September 11, 2010.
